The EDA’s GreenDOC™ program specifies over 180 eco-friendly initiatives that dental offices can 

implement, including new processes and community outreach methods. Only dental offices meeting the 

associations’ highest standards of pollution prevention, waste reduction, water and energy conservation 

and wellness-based practices qualify. Practices are awarded based off a submission, earning Bronze, 

Silver or Gold certifications. 

Dr. Hennington and his team have implemented a wide range of EDA initiatives, as well as innovative 

concepts unique to their office and community.  

The practice uses digital imaging and patient charting, which reduces landfill waste and patient radiation 

exposure by as much as 90 percent. They have also installed an amalgam separator, which captures 

mercury-containing material before it enters local water supplies. In addition, Trade Winds Dental uses 

energy efficient lighting, drought-resistant landscaping and other techniques to help protect our 

environment.  

“We applaud the efforts of Dr. Hennington and his team. They are on the cutting edge of dentistry’s green 

future,” remarked Dr. Fred Pockrass, co-founder of the Eco-Dentistry Association.
