During the fall harvest orchards come alive with pumpkin patches, petting zoos, wagon rides and corn
mazes, and offer gift shops with local fruits, vegetables, cider, jams, jellies, honey and bakeries right on
site. Visitors can indulge in a slice of fresh, hot apple pie or the local favorite, a warm cider donut.
