Standing Rock Sioux Tribe
Archambault is currently serving as Tribal Chairman for the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe located in Fort Yates, North Dakota. He has a Master's degree in management from U of Mary in Bismarck and a Bachelor's degree in business administration from North Dakota State University.
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Bryan Brewer
Oglala Sioux Tribe
Bryan Brewer is a Vietnam veteran, graduate of Black Hills State University, and the founder and director of the Lakota Nation Invitational (LNI), an annual basketball tournament that draws thousands of participants from all over the country. Bryan Brewer is past chairman of the Oglala Sioux Tribe, a strong voice for inter-tribal unity, and a dedicated advocate for Native Children.
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Robert Flying Hawk
Yankton Sioux Tribe
Robert Flying Hawk is the current Chairman of the Yankton Sioux Tribe; he was elected in September of 2013 and will serve through 2015. He lives and works on the Yankton Indian Reservation.
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Michael Jandreau
Lower Brule Sioux Tribe
In 1972, Jandreau was elected Vice Chairman of Lower Brule and in 1978, he was elected as the Tribal Council Chairman. He inspired many of the tribe's projects, such as: its popcorn industry, the Lower Brule Wildlife Program, and the Golden Buffalo Casino. Jandreau advocates trying to repurchase half of the reservation which because non-Native owned in the 1950's.
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Kevin Keckler
Cheyenne Sioux Tribe
Keckler was elected to the Cheyenne Tribal Council in 2010. During his time with the Council, he has served as Chair of numerous council committees from land to judiciary, economic developmental to natural resources, just to name a few.
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Anthony Reider
Flandreau Sioux Tribe
In 2010, Mr. Reider said that he was pleased with U.S. Magistrate Judge John Smiko's decision that denied the state access to financial records to their Royal River Casino. Reider claimed that the state was just trying to get the information so that the state could say that the Flandreau Santee Sioux Tribe was making enough money to meet its needs at the time. The compact that the Tribe had with the state had recently expired, limiting the amount of machines they could have at the casino. 
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Roxanne Sazue
Crow Creek Sioux Tribe
Sazue was elected tribal vice chairwoman for the Crow Creek Sioux Tribe in 1987, and then took her seat as a councilwoman from '90 to '91. She then became the chairwoman and currently still holds this position. Sazue's previous experience includes working in youth programs, she was an aide at the tribal school district and a coordinator at the Red Earth Lodge group home for adolescents.
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Rosebud Sioux Tribe
In 2005, Cyril was elected to a seat on the Rosebud Sioux Tribal Council where he served for 2 years representing the Antelope District. Cyril is a strong believer in historic treaty rights and helped to recently choreograph a large private land acquisition of sacred Lakota lands in the Black Hills of South Dakota known as Pe'Sla. He maintains economic prosperity for all the people as his primary concern and objective.
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Robert Shepherd
Sisseton-Wahpeton Sioux Tribe
Shepherd is currently serving his second term as chairman of the Sisseton-Wahpeton Oyate.  He also serves as Vice President for the Great Plains area for the National Congress of American Indians as well as the South Dakota Board of Military Affairs.
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John Yellow Bird Steele
Oglala Sioux Tribe
Steele was an EMT and helped build HUD houses before he was elected as a tribal council member of the Oglala Sioux Tribe of the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation (SD) in 1978. Four years later he was elected tribal vice president, which paved the way for him to serve his current sixth term as tribal president. Steele has served as a board member for several political organizations including the National Indian Housing Board and Wounded Knee District School Board, and has been on multiple committees including the Rural Water Steering Committee and the Crazy Horse Planning Committee. 
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Chase Iron Eyes
South Dakota Counsel
Chase Iron Eyes is an enrolled member of the Standing Rock Sioux Tribe. Chase has dedicated himself  to ending the marginalization of his brothers and sisters by fighting in courts and, more recently, by co-founding LastRealIndians.com, which helped lead an effort on behalf of the Oceti Sakowin to regain control of Pe' Sla, one of their most sacred sited in the Black Hills. Chase is a graduate of the Sturm College of Law at the University of Denver and serves as our South Dakota Counsel. He is married to Dr. Sara Jumping Eagle and they have three children.
