The 

idea of “worth,” is the value in it and there is value in the time it takes to create something.  “I look 

at them [paintings] as gold. Gold is not a light material, it’s a heavy one. There was a time when people 

would only pay for things based on weight. There are a lot of people (my supporters) that have been 

waiting to see this show come to be. Now that it is happening, it’s worth everything,” Aiseborn relects.
