This webinar series explores the purchase of ownership shares in private companies via crowdfunding              

websites. "Crowdfunding" for this series refers both to investments made in this way by accredited               

investors -- given greater scope by Title II of the 2012 JOBS Act -- and those made by any investor                    

under Title III of the JOBS Act. Episodes in the series address the modes of angel investing in a company                    

during its early stages, the opportunities and perils of crowdfunding real estate investments, the              

money-raising entity's perspective, and a close look at crowdfunding options under federal and state              

law. Each episode is delivered in Plain English understandable to business owners and executives              

without much background in these areas. Yet, each episode is proven to be valuable to seasoned                

professionals. As with all Financial Poise Webinars, each episode in the series brings you into engaging,                

sometimes humorous, conversations designed to entertain as it teaches. And, as with all Financial              

Poise Webinars, each episode in the series is designed to be viewed independently of the other                

episodes, so that participants will enhance their knowledge of this area whether they attend one,               

some, or all of the episodes.

Private companies within certain              
size limits may be able sell shares to all investors under Regulation A+. State crowdfunding laws may                 
complicate the picture or afford more opportunities, or both.  We look at the range of "crowdfunding."
