John Fasano was seven years old when he went on the set of John Cassavettes' HUSBANDS filming in his hometown of Port Washington, New York. He was bitten by the filmmaking bug. He went home and immediately started making animated movies in 8mm. By the age of twelve he was a regularly published cartoonist and the Public Library’s Film Librarian. 


He continued his study of film at the State University of New York College at Purchase, where he was employed as the Film Research Editor for Time/Life’s national publication TV CABLE WEEK. 


Upon graduation from Purchase he began a career as a freelance magazine editor for such disparate titles as MUSCLE AND BEAUTY, WRESTLING POWER and OUI magazines.


While writing an average of two magazines worth of copy a month he also began a career in low budget films, rewriting and assistant directing the 35mm feature BLOOD SISTERS (Sony Home Video) and writing and co-directing the feature ZOMBIE NIGHTMARE (New World Pictures) before producing and directing the features EDGE OF HELL, BLACK ROSES (both Shapiro Glickenhaus Entertainment) and THE JITTERS (GaGa Communications).


Moving to Los Angeles in 1989 he began working as a Hollywood screenwriter, selling his first script, TAILGUNNER, to Morgan Creek and then, in rapid succession, writing the features ANOTHER 48 HRS and OUT WEST (for Paramount Pictures) ALIEN 3 (20th Century Fox) UNIVERSAL SOLDIER THE RETURN and DARKNESS FALLS (for Columbia Pictures) MEGIDDO (Generation Productions, SHAOLIN (for Disney) and WEREWOLF BY NIGHT for Marvel Comics/Dimension Films. 

Fasano also had a hand in producing the motion pictures RAPID FIRE (Fox). GINOSTRA (Canal Plus) and TOMBSTONE (Hollywood Pictures) as well as creating several Television pilots and Telefilms including FX THE SERIES for Rysher, MEAN STREAK for Showtime, The Mini-Series THE FOREVER WAR for the Sci-Fi Channel, THE HUNLEY and WGA nominated teleplay for THE HUNCHBACK for TNT, and SAVING JESSICA LYNCH, THE LEGEND OF BUTCH & SUNDANCE, and CHRISTINE 2 for NBC.
