Swing with Lindy Hop, Balboa, Jitterbug/East Coast Swing, and the
Championship Showcase.  Winners of the Championship Showcase Division
win $750, or they may choose airfare and admittance to the American
Lindy Championship in New York City. Sunday, at 10am groups, teams 
and dance troupes compete for the Swing Dance USA Team Division. 

Workshop classes are Saturday and Sunday between 10 am and 
5 pm.
