With players who spring to life in 3D through augmented reality at www.toppstown.com, Topps 3D Live baseball trading cards give an entirely new meaning to the term “fantasy baseball.”  For Topps, the 3D cards mark the single biggest innovation to hit the product category since its inception in 1869, another “first” among many for the baseball card industry’s leading creator and marketer.  For Total Immersion, the Topps 3D Live cards represent the world’s first augmented reality consumer product.  

Game Play

Each pack of Topps 2009 Baseball Series 1 and Series 2 trading cards includes one interactive code card.  Collectors log on to www.toppstown.com, enter the Topps 3D Live section and select the player.  Once the player is selected and the program is initialized, it’s game on!  Upon activation, placing the card under a webcam is all the fan needs to do to get the featured MLB player suited up and poised for action.   
Accessible through most standard web browsers, Total Immersion’s patent-pending D’Fusion technology recognizes, tracks and renders each player, who leaps off the card into playing position on the desktop.  With a keystroke or two, the fan controls the action as the player -- his name displayed on his jersey – aims for the fences, winds up and throws his best stuff, or shags a grounder or fly ball.  A scoreboard keeps the tally, enabling the collector to try to beat a personal best every time he or she takes the field – or, rather, the desktop.
