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FACT SHEET

· Introduced in Colorado May 16, 2010
· Tickets cost $1 for each line of play.  Prizes are at least 50 percent of sales.  

· The Megaplier option cost an additional $1 per line of play.

· Overall probability of winning is 1:40. 

· Player selects five (5) numbers from a field of 56 possible numbers (white balls) and then selects one (1) number from a field of 46 possible numbers for the yellow Mega Ball.
· The jackpot starts at $12 million, and keeps growing until there is a winner.  

· Jackpot winners have the option of choosing:

· Cash Value Option that equals approximately 50 percent of the advertised jackpot paid in one lump sum.

· Annuity Option that is paid out in 26-equal annual installments. 

· Winners may pass remaining annuity payments to their estate upon death.

· Sales are suspended on drawing days at 7:30 PM for the Draw Break and do not resume until the following morning at 4:30 AM.
· Advance Play is available for up to 26 draws (13 weeks).
