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When | was 15 years old | met a woman named Naiah, who told me a
story about an ancient civilization where a small group of revered and
trusted world leaders taught the people of those early times to foster and
conserve the foundations of worldly wisdom. “They were teaching the
basic arts and philosophies,” she said, “the Ancient Wisdom, that was
intended to become the foundation of modern civilization.”

“When you get older,” Naiah said, “You will help change the world back
to the way it was supposed to be.” | was fascinated! Imagine, a training
center, where all of the world’s fundamental cultures, beliefs and ideals
were developed and then adopted all over the known world!

When false and self-centered ideals began suggesting to these guileless
hearts and minds all that they could humanly gain in self-aggrandizement
and wealth, they were hooked... and that’s precisely how that adversarial
spirit still makes our lives difficult to this day!
