bargained for, as she seeks revenge on the men who have abused her and the 
society that gave her the false choice of virgin or slut.
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Director’s Statement
“Let’s get back to performance. Let it breathe.” Those were the first words 
I uttered when we discussed the possibility of making this movie. I wanted 
to make a film that allowed the actors to play and commit at a level that’s 

common to theater. There’s no close-up to save you on stage! 
And when needed, attack it. Spit it out. Just deliver the pizza, man. I’m 
certainly a fan of quick cuts. I like when scenes move. But, I’m also a 

diehard fan of the rhythmic movement that takes place in your chest cavity 
when moments are allowed to build and build, 

and then pop-resulting in the ultimate release. 

As in life, we find ourselves deep in thought at times, and laughing at the 
next moment. Sometimes we’re just trying to figure it all out.
