When you're building any sort of website or app, Criticue.com lets you get honest and thoughtful feedback from fellow founders and web designers. Submit your website, review another, and get a review on your submission.

The service is free and works on a reciprocal basis; for every review you post, you receive one back. Because reviews are very focused and therefore short, users of Criticue.com quickly find out they can review several other websites in just minutes and then improve their own project based on actionable feedback they receive, and repeat the process until all they hear are words of praise!

The problem it solves: 
- Bootstrap startups: Getting useful feedback is not easy for a startup nobody knows about yet. Iterative improvement based on paid expert reviews is costly when you're struggling to create your MVP on a low budget.

- Web designers: It's invaluable to have another set of eyes examine your design. Is the website intuitive? Imagine ten or fifty pieces of feedback. For free. Before your design is even published.

- Any business: I'm sure your spouse and your co-workers think your business website is very convincing. The thing is they already know what the site is *meant* to be about. How about a random visitor? Will *they* understand what you're up to at a glance?

The biggest advantage: it is real people who critique your website. Wondering who is that guy who wrote about illegible type on the front page? He just created a camera rental startup and is there also looking for reviews. Everyone posting on Criticue.com understands

Useful facts:
- It's very easy to try out the service; users are not required to sign up and if they decide to, all they are asked for is their email address where notices about received reviews will be sent to.

- It's a snap to review several websites in a row. Many users found it addictive.

- You usually receive your reviews in less than 24 hours, often in minutes.

- All reviews are confidential and anonymous. Only you and the reviewer has access to the critique posted.

- The average review length is 51 words.

- Everything is moderated to ensure there is no spam/useless stuff.
