WHITTIER STREET HEALTH CENTER IS AWARDED A $9.5 MILLION GRANT FROM THE HEALTH RESOURCES AND SERVICES ADMINISTRATION 
The grant will support patients from the now closed Roxbury Comprehensive Community Health Center

Boston, MA, August 8, 2013 – Whittier Street Health Center (Whittier) has been awarded a $9.5 million grant, $1.9 million distributed annually over the next five years, by the Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) to provide health care services to patients formerly served by the  Roxbury Comprehensive Community Health Center (RoxComp). The grant will assist Whittier in engaging former RoxComp patients and families in the Roxbury-North Dorchester service area to ensure that they have equitable access to high quality health care and support services. 

The Roxbury Comprehensive Health Center in Roxbury closed in February 2013 and served 8,180 patients from Roxbury, North Dorchester and other parts of Boston. The programs will include community engagement forums, outreach and education, financial counseling and health insurance enrollment, transportation and support services.
