Lean & Hungry is the Washington-based professional theater company that performs radio drama adaptations of Shakespearean and other classics for Web distribution; it received the grant to transform Hawthorne’s classic American novel into a one-hour audio production, then pair the final product with a study guide and curriculum for teacher and student use in classrooms nationwide.
 
Directed by Renana Fox and adapted for the airwaves by Lean & Hungry’s resident Dramaturg, Isabel Smith-Bernstein.
