3. Deep fears can reside in all of us and the reasons for them are numerous. I remained closed for years because of being abandoned and disappointed from my father's alcoholism. I hope to shine a light on risk and chance and show that without risk, and hope, there is nothing.
4. Fears disappear only when each person feels completely safe. There is no safety without trust.
Pamela Taeuffer has and will have several works published including the first chapter of Shadow Heart in WordPlay.com, an online magazine, several of her poems in the Redwood Writers Poetry Anthology, and a piece about her sister, in an anthology of stories about sisterhood. She has also done readings at several locations in Sonoma County.
