In the Bushell case, Mr. and Mrs. Bushell were given a Trial Payment Plan, whereby they were told if they made these payments (a lesser amount than their regular mortgage payments), they would receive a modification. The Bushell's ended up paying 26 months of Trial Plan Payments before they were denied their modification. The Court of Appeals not only found this was a Breach of Contract, but also found it to be a Breach of Promise (or Fraud) under which a plaintiff can seek damage for emotional distress as well as pain and suffering.

“Therefore when homeowners are promised a modification, put through months or years of review with assurance of receiving a modification, and then denied a modification, the homeowner can sue for ‘false promise’ and recover a monetary award for the pain and suffering and emotional distress,” explained Stephen Foondos, managing partner of Unite Law Center. “The court ruled that homeowners are injured by lost opportunities, damage to their credit, the inability to purchase another home, and other consequences arising from the false promise.”
