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A Plumbing Fixture, specifically intended for residential use, 

designed to  be  installed  permanently  into a 2x4 stud wall, for the purpose of disposing of male urine into a sewer system in a convenient and sanitary manner.      The  unit  includes  a  tip-out  door, 
stopping at a specific angle, to provide a trough for the purpose of directing the urine into the drainage system.  The one-piece trough/door easily lifts out for periodic sanitizing.

For generations, wall mounted flush urinals have been installed in public buildings.  In the last 20 years, thousands of these have been replaced by similar looking “waterless urinals”. The reasons….. very low maintenance, yearly savings of Thousands of Dollars in water and sewer charges; but most important, the conservation of millions of gallons of water.  The “ no water “ principle is very simple……….the trap utilizes a lighter than water “liquid seal”, through which the urine passes on its way down the drain. Odours are prevented from escaping up into the room by this seal. This liquid seal may occasionally need topping up, costing a few pennies.   Periodic sanitizing is recommended, similar to a toilet. Waterless urinals are also more sanitary than traditional flush units.  The reason is, that many bacteria require media such as water in which to survive.  By eliminating the media, you eliminate the bacteria and the accompanying odours.                  Certified for use under Plumbing Codes in both Canada and USA.
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The residential design is intended to provide a convenient and aesthetically acceptable fixture suitable for installation in rooms frequented also by females. Such rooms may include bedrooms, mud rooms, recreation and pool rooms. This invention also accommodates the age-old problem for women,  toilet seat up;   and urine splash around the toilet.
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The "Resno® Urinal"  installed in a wall, requires no added sq. footage to the size of the house.  Installer friendly, of durable ABS construction, it is also designed for retrofitting into existing homes.
