The new home, the 14th Trinity Habitat home built in Parker County, will provide Jennifer and her boys—five-year-old David and four-month old Richard—with a new sense of security and stability. “I just want my boys to know that things don’t always have to be hard, they can have a happy life. With the help of Habitat and Inspirus, we’re able to enjoy our lives better than before.”
Little David has already told his mom where Batman will go in his new room. While Jennifer loves everything about her new home nestled in an established neighborhood with views of picturesque woods and a creek, she says, “My favorite part is the kitchen window. I’ve always wanted my own kitchen window. I may be doing dishes, but at least I can look out at something. It just gives me a sense of peace and serenity that everything’s going to be okay.”
