The foundation receives donations and grants that fund clinical and genetic research including trials for new drug treatments and projects in vaccine development.  The foundation’s medical advisory board ensures that all donations go to worthy proposals.  
“I have two family members who battled breast cancer, so I could not be more proud to help raise funds for research.  We are hoping to fill the heliport with pink!  If someone simply asks ‘why’, then we have reached one more person to educate,” said Zip Aviation Marketing Director Meagan Dooley.
