Bead Town is a growing community project and was �
created by mosaic artist Stephan Wanger with the help 
of thousands of students, parents, teachers and 
volunteers. Workshops organized through the Bead 
Town project are open to the general public, 
entertaining, inspirational and educational. �

The workshops teach the value of economic and �
environmental sustainability and demonstrate unique 
methods of recycling materials that are too often 
discarded. Participating students can work on locally 
themed artworks that become part of the Bead Town 
exhibit and are an extension of Bead Town’s efforts to 
foster community sharing. These artworks increase 
awareness for the host city. �
