Moreover, these 17 trees can absorb a total of 
250 pounds of carbon dioxide from the air each 
year. Burning that same ton of paper would create 
1,500 pounds of carbon dioxide.

With each ton of bundled corrugate that is re-
used, instead of re-cycled, these savings are mag-
nified by eliminating the labor, transportation and 
energy costs of recycling. Re-Use these boxes 
three, five or more times and the cost and envi-
ronmental savings are extraordinary.

When possible, Re-Using boxes in a business 
environment only makes sense (cents!) With box 
re-use, manufacturing, distribution and storage fa-
cilities are better able to reduce their operational 
costs in a triple bottom line manner – generating 
benefits for their people, our planet and their prof-
it margins.
